· count and write numbers to 10 

· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: m, s, r, t, c, p, a
· read and write the words: a, my, the, Ii, like
· read and write words with the word family: at
· draw a picture with details and labels
october

· count and write numbers to 20
· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: n, d, g, f, i
· read and write the words: see, go, we, to, on
· read and write words with the word families: am, ap, it
· write 1 sentence using finger spaces and beginning sounds
november

· count and write numbers to 30
· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: l, h, b, k, o
· read and write the words: can, me, you
· read and write words with the word families: op
· write 2 sentences using finger spaces, beginning and ending sounds, an uppercase letter to start, and a period, question mark, or exclamation point to end
december

· count and write numbers to 40
· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: w, x, v, j
· read and write the words: and, have
· read and write words with the word families: ot, ox
· write 3 sentences, using beginning, middle, and ending sounds to write words
january

· count and write numbers to 50
· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: e, y, z, q
· read and write the words: do, look
· read and write words with the word families: et, en, ed
· write 4 sentences, using transition words (i.e. first, next, last)
february

· count and write numbers to 60
· read, write upper and lower, and tell sound of the letters: u
· read and write the words: said, for
· read and write words with the word families: ut, un, ug
· write 5 sentences, including a “hook” or a topic sentence to state what the writing is all about
march

· count and write numbers to 70
· read and write the words: play, want, are, saw
· write 6 sentences, using an ending sentence to let the reader know the writing is complete
april

· count and write numbers to 80
· read and write the words: what, little, with, here, come
· write 7 sentences, including supporting details after first, next, last sentences
may

· count and write numbers to 100
· read and write the words: this, that
· write 8-10 sentences, all connecting to a single topic
